                PERMITS
                    If you choose to park on campus, you can purchase
                      either a commuter or resident permit for Fall Only,
                      Spring Only, Annual. Freshmen are assigned to Lot 6
                      in Terrapin Trail Grage and can take the Campus
                   Connector North which will bring you to the center of 
campus. This bus will pass this lot every 30 minutes. 
      For commuter students who might have the occasional need 
to drive a vehicle to campus, the Bundle Pack permits are the 
perfect solution.
